Internet Acceptable Use Guidelines

We are pleased to offer students of the Anderson Union High School District access to the District computer network for Internet access.  To gain access to the Internet, all students must obtain parental permission and must sign and return this form to the school they attend.

Access to the Internet will enable students to explore thousands of libraries, databases, and bulletin boards throughout the world.  Families should be warned that some material accessible via the Internet may contain items that are illegal, defamatory, inaccurate or offensive.  While our intent is to make Internet access available to further educational goals and objectives, students may find ways to access other materials as well.  We believe that the benefits to students from access to the Internet, in the form of information resources and opportunities for collaboration, exceed any disadvantages.  But, ultimately, parents and guardians of minors are responsible for setting, enforcing, and conveying the standards that their children should follow when using media information sources.  To that end, the Anderson Union High School District supports and respects each family’s right to decide whether or not to apply for access.

District Internet Guidelines

Students are responsible for good behavior on school computer networks just as they are in a classroom or a school hallway.  Communications on the network are public in nature.  General school and district rules for behavior and communications apply.

The network is provided for students to conduct research, verify information, and publish results.  Network access is given to students who agree to act in a responsible manner.  Parent permission is required, and parents must agree to a waiver of claims and indemnification/hold harmless provision, which is on the permission form below.  Access is a privilege-not a right.  Access entails responsibility.

Individual users of the District computer networks are responsible for their behavior and communications over those networks.  It is presumed that users will comply with District standards and will honor the agreements they have signed.

The District is not responsible for restricting, monitoring or controlling the communications of individuals utilizing the network.

The District reserves the right to access any and all information stored on the District’s network.  The user should expect, and will receive, no privacy.  Network administrators may review files and communications to maintain system integrity and insure that users are using the system responsibly.  Users should have no expectations of privacy in their electronic files stored in Anderson Union High School District computers.

Anderson Union High School District intends to provide a tool for educational activities and does not intend to create a forum for discussion of any topic at any time.  During school, teachers of students will guide them toward appropriate materials.  Outside of school, families bear the same responsibility for such guidance as they exercise with other information sources such as movies, television, telephones, radio, and offensive media.  Students using the District network are not permitted to do the following:

Access the Internet for anything other than its intended purpose to


access, research and exchange educational material relevant to


classroom instruction.

•
Access or transmit texts or images which are pornographic, vulgar,


abusive, offensive, contain explicit sex, or otherwise would not meet school  standards.

•
Use obscene or defamatory language.

•
Engage in any activity which is deemed illegal or against school policy.

•
Harass, insult, defame or attack others.

•
Damage computers, altering computer systems or computer networks.

•
Violate copyright laws.

•
Give out his/her or another person’s name, password, address or phone numbers.

•
Trespass in another’s folders, work or files.

•
Use the District’s network for a commercial operation.

•
Disrupt or interfere with the schools’ Internet service in any way.

Students who fail to abide by this agreement of Internet use will be disciplined.  This may range from denial of further Internet use to suspension, expulsion or prosecution, depending on the seriousness of the incident..  The Anderson Union High School District Board Policy on Student Use of Technology is available upon request.
Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the district may terminate this contract upon 24 hour notice to the user, without cause.
